Monday, April 26th 2010.  Late last week, “Spo�©y” was unable to stand up by himself.  
The barn management and veterinary team gallantly worked to get him up on his feet 
so he could eat and move around, but the e�+ort was extremely trauma�Ÿc and strenuous 
for him. As most of you know, Spot was almost completely blind. In �������]�Ÿon to his 
inability to stand, he became disoriented and it was soon clear that he was under great 
physical and mental distress.

“Spo�©y” will always hold a very special place in the hearts of Kathy and the NWS sta�+.  
He was the last remaining horse from the original NWS lesson program, started over 20 
years ago. He was born some�Ÿme in the early 1980’s and served his en�Ÿre life as a 
school horse.  In his prime, he carried his riders over 3�L fences with only a light hold on 
the buckle of the reins.  In his twilight years, even as he turned blind, he was s�Ÿ�o�o��
teaching children to enjoy horses – pa�Ÿently standing while summer campers learned 
how to groom - even le�«ng them paint his feet with gli�©er hoof paint. 

We are deeply saddened to say goodbye to him, but know that he is in a happy place . . . 
where he can once again see his friends and run happily through the meadows.  

Thank you all for suppor�Ÿ�v�P NWS and helping us give Spot the love and special 
treatment that he so deserved in the last years of his life.
